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Stakeholder Engagement Policy

The Balkan Carbon Credits Standard provides a consistent and comprehensive framework for
identifying, engaging, and coordinating all stakeholders involved in the development and
implementation of carbon credit projects. Clearly defined roles and structured project governance
ensure transparency, accountability, and the achievement of measurable climate and societal
benefits.

This Stakeholder Engagement Policy represents a holistic approach to facilitating effective
communication and collaboration among diverse stakeholder groups. It is a systematic framework
that enables a structured engagement process, ensuring that all perspectives and interests are
considered in decision-making.

The Balkan Carbon Credits Standard (the Standard) establishes transparent and accessible
mechanisms for stakeholder engagement at both programmatic and project levels. All documents
and methodologies are subject to a minimum public consultation period of 30 calendar days. At the
project level, the Standard guarantees the provision of information in relevant local languages, the
transparent integration of received comments into final documentation, and the maintenance of a
public registry of all submitted opinions and the actions taken in response.

Stakeholders in BCCR projects are organized into distinct categories based on their roles and
responsibilities. The Standard accommodates various project structures to foster strong
stakeholder relationships. Individual projects are managed by separate entities and cover defined
geographic areas. Grouped projects involve multiple participants and may be open or closed to new
entrants over time. Governmental or regional projects are often coordinated by public institutions
and prioritize large-scale environmental and social benefits.

The term “meaningful participation” is used herein to describe individuals who actively engage in a
given activity or process, thereby contributing to the collective purpose or objective of a ‘BCCR’ AD
project.

To ensure consistency and transparency, stakeholder roles must be documented during project or
methodology registration and reviewed throughout the project lifecycle. Required documentation
includes summaries and minutes of public consultations, evidence of ongoing community
engagement, and—particularly where indigenous populations are affected—proof of inclusive
participation. Clearly defined responsibilities strengthen trust in projects certified under the Balkan
Carbon Credits Standard.

1. Stakeholder Categories

Projects registered under the Balkan Carbon Credits Standard involve various external
stakeholders, each with specific relationships to the company’s activities and directly or indirectly
affected by project implementation. In addition to these participants, internal stakeholders
contribute to the quality, transparency, and integrity of project outcomes.
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1.1 Project Owner

Project owners oversee the full development, management, and monitoring of projects. They must
demonstrate ownership rights over relevant assets and comply with all applicable legal and
regulatory requirements. In many cases, project owners authorize third parties to represent them
in administrative and technical processes related to BCCR AD.

1.2 Authorized Third Party Representative
A legal or natural person officially authorized by the project owner

Identified in the Project Design Document (PDD)

May represent the project owner in stakeholder consultations, monitoring and auditing processes,
or documentation submission

1.3 Farmers

Agricultural producers are key participants in projects involving cropland, pastures, agroforestry,
and soil carbon sequestration. Their active involvement is essential for implementing sustainable
land-use practices.

1.4 Carbon Credit Holders

Legal or natural persons who hold carbon credits, or their authorized representatives. They are
engaged through targeted communication, participation in training sessions, and informational
events held periodically depending on the project phase.

1.5 Local Communities and Indigenous Peoples

Populations residing in or near the project area who may be affected by its implementation. Their
engagement is facilitated through Free, Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC) mechanisms,
roundtable discussions, and grievance procedures. Inclusion occurs prior to project documentation
validation and as needed.

1.6 Project Developers

Legal entities or consultants responsible for the technical development of projects. They receive
guidance, individual consultations, and expert support on a per-project basis.

1.7 Verifiers and Auditors

Independent accredited individuals or organizations that conduct project verification and audits.
They provide feedback and perform reviews during each crediting cycle.

1.8 End Clients (Carbon Credit Buyers)
Legal or natural persons who purchase carbon credits. They have continuous access to project

information, accountability mechanisms, and opportunities to participate in platforms and events
organized by BCCR AD.

1.9 External Scientific Experts and Consultants

Specialists who provide expert opinions, participate in consultations, and conduct reviews of
methodologies and projects as needed.
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1.10 Carbon Market Service Providers

Traders, exchanges, aggregators, and platforms offering technological and market services.
Engagement occurs through contractual agreements, technological integrations, and operational
protocols.

1.11 Non-Governmental and Environmental Organizations

Organizations with ecological or social missions that participate in public consultations, awareness
campaigns, and provide feedback when necessary.

1.12 Governmental and Regulatory Authorities

Competent institutions involved in document alignment, receiving notifications, and participating in
roundtable discussions as required.

1.13 General Public

The broader public has continuous access to information and opportunities to participate in public
hearings and submit comments during designated periods.

1.14 BCCR AD Employees

All staff involved in project development, management, and monitoring. They participate in internal
training, workshops, and contribute to capacity building throughout the project lifecycle.

1.15 Management
The management team of ‘BCCR’ AD engages in strategic planning, meetings, internal control, and
auditing. Engagement occurs monthly, quarterly, or annually.

1.16 Technical Committee

An expert body responsible for evaluating methodologies, issuing opinions, and participating in
consultations during methodology or project approval.

1.17 Board of Directors

The highest governing body that provides guidance, makes strategic decisions, and approves
changes during annual meetings or as needed.

2. Project Segmentation

To accommodate varying scales and contexts of registered projects, ‘BCCR’ AD allows for the
registration of projects grouped into different structures, as outlined in the table below.

All project types must comply with BCCR eligibility requirements and the Balkan Carbon Credits
Standard, including validation procedures and stakeholder engagement guidelines specified in this
document and the General Terms and Conditions.

3. Integration of Stakeholders Throughout the Project Lifecycle

Stakeholder roles are formally documented during project registration and monitored throughout
the project’s lifecycle. The BCCR requires:

e Transparent documentation of stakeholder categories and roles in the Project Design
Document (PDD).

e Evidence of consultation with all relevant stakeholders prior to validation (e.g., summaries
accompanying application documents).

e If applicable, ongoing engagement, particularly with Indigenous Peoples and local
communities (IPLCs?).

Clearly defined and reported stakeholder roles are fundamental to the environmental integrity and
social legitimacy of any carbon project certified under the Balkan Carbon Credits Standard.

4. Program-Specific Stakeholders

4.1 Soil Carbon Program

Stakeholders include farmers, agronomists, and land cooperatives who implement regenerative
agricultural practices to increase soil organic carbon (SOC). Project owners must engage directly
with land users to ensure proper land management and capacity building. Local agricultural service
providers and research institutions often act as coordinating stakeholders and external technical
consultants.

4.2 Forestry and Agroforestry Program

Afforestation, reforestation, and forest management improvement projects require the involvement
of forest owners, local communities, forestry experts, and government authorities. Where
customary land rights exist, consultations must be held with indigenous peoples and local
communities to obtain Free, Prior and Informed Consent (FPIC). Forest enterprises or regional
agencies often serve as coordinating stakeholders, ensuring alignment with national forestry
policies.

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4.3 Pasture Management Program

Stakeholders include herders, herder associations, and environmental organizations engaged in
sustainable grazing regimes and pasture restoration. This also includes participation from local
landowners and indigenous peoples (where applicable), ensuring that traditional knowledge is
central to project design. Audit agencies and ecological experts support the evaluation of project
performance.

4.4 Wetland Restoration Program

Projects focused on the restoration and conservation of peatlands may involve hydrologists,
landowners, local authorities, and conservationists. Stakeholder roles center on biodiversity
protection and water balance restoration, while rehabilitating carbon-rich ecosystems. Meaningful
consultations must be conducted with Indigenous Peoples and Local Communities (IPLC) living near
wetland areas.

4.5 Integrated Land Management Program

Integrated land management projects combine activities across multiple programs, requiring
coordinated actions among diverse land users and technical experts to manage complex
landscapes. Stakeholder engagement must reflect the nature of the activities and foster close
collaboration between different groups, technical specialists, and policy institutions.

5. Principles of Stakeholder Engagement

To guide all stakeholder interactions, BCCR’s engagement procedure is built upon a set of
foundational principles: inclusion, transparency, responsiveness, empowerment, and continuous
monitoring and evaluation. Stakeholder engagement is approached as a dynamic and iterative
process that is essential to the long-term success of every project.

These principles are implemented through a range of practical mechanisms such as annual forums
and thematic roundtables, which serve as platforms for:

¢ Inclusion: Proactively reaching out to vulnerable, underrepresented, and traditionally
marginalized groups

e Transparency: Public disclosure of relevant information in formats that are accessible,
timely, and understandable

¢ Responsiveness: Mechanisms to ensure timely responses to questions, concerns, and
formal feedback

¢ Empowerment: Supporting stakeholders through guidance, capacity building, and
participation in dialogue processes

¢ Evaluation: Assessing the effectiveness of stakeholder engagement through feedback
surveys annually or as needed, depending on the stakeholder category

These measures are systematically embedded in the governance of the Balkan Carbon Credits
Standard to ensure that stakeholder engagement is effective, meaningful, and aligned with
internationally recognized best practices.
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6. Stakeholder Engagement Mechanisms

To translate its engagement principles into practice, the Balkan Carbon Credits Registry AD (BCCR
AD) applies the following mechanisms to promote communication, participation, and feedback:

¢ Annual Stakeholder Forums: Open sessions held at national and regional levels, involving
representatives from all stakeholder categories. Forums are used to share program updates,
gather feedback, and build capacity

¢ Thematic Roundtables: Targeted consultations with specific stakeholder groups (e.g.,
smallholder farmers, local communities, project developers) to discuss focused topics

¢ Online Feedback Platform: A dedicated online space for submitting information, tracking
responses, and accessing updated procedures and consultation materials

e Annual Satisfaction Surveys: Feedback forms used to continuously improve quality and
monitor BCCR performance indicators

e Public Disclosure and Comment Periods: A minimum 30-day comment period is
provided for all projects undergoing verification, allowing stakeholders to submit opinions,
recommendations, or concerns

e Grievance Mechanism: An official procedure for receiving, reviewing, and resolving
complaints and disputes. The mechanism is accessible both online and offline

These mechanisms are embedded in the operational framework of the Registry to ensure that
stakeholder engagement remains a consistent and inclusive element of all projects certified.
