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Validation and Verification Body Requirements

1. Introduction
1.1. Purpose

This document establishes the requirements, procedures, and obligations for
organizations seeking approval as Validation and Verification Bodies (VVBs) under the
Balkan Carbon Credits Standard (BCCS).

VVBs play a crucial role in ensuring the credibility, transparency, and environmental
integrity of BCCS-certified projects through independent third-party validation and
verification services.

1.2. Scope

Any organization looking to operate as a VVB for BCCS-certified projects must follow
these requirements. This includes eligibility criteria, how to apply, how approval works,
ongoing monitoring and rules around independence.

2. VVB Eligibility & Approval Requirements

2.1. VVB Approval Requirements

To qualify as a VVB under BCCS, an organization must:

Be a legally registered entity authorized to enter into binding agreements;
Demonstrate technical competence and operational independence;

Maintain an established Quality Management System (QMS) consistent with
recognhized international standards.

2.2. Accreditation Requirements

Hold valid accreditation issued by an accreditation body that is a member of the
International Accreditation Forum (IAF);

Be accredited under ISO 14065 or ISO/IEC 17029 standards, covering relevant
sectoral scopes;

Maintain current accreditation and promptly report any status changes to the BCCS
Administrator.

2.3. Quality Management System (QMS)

The VVB must have a comprehensive QMS that includes:

» Documented procedures for validation and verification activities;
» Mechanisms to assess and maintain personnel competence;
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» Systems for managing conflicts of interest;
> Processes for complaints, appeals, and continual improvement.

2.4. Personnel Competence

All validation and verification personnel must possess relevant qualifications, training,
and practical experience;

Audit teams must collectively cover all necessary technical and methodological
competencies required by BCCS;

Maintain up-to-date records of qualifications, training, and field experience for all staff.
2.5. Financial Stability
To ensure sustainable operations, VVBs must provide:
e Audited financial statements (or equivalent) for the previous two fiscal years;
e Evidence of ongoing financial solvency and operational continuity.
3. VVB Application and Approval Process
3.1. Application Submission
Submit the following to the BCCS Administrator:
e Completed VVB Application Form (see Annex 1);
e Legal registration and ownership documentation;
e Public impartiality/conflict of interest policy;
¢ Quality Management System documentation;
e Proof of valid accreditation;
e CVs and competence records of key personnel;
¢ Audited financial statements for the last two years.
e 3.2 Application Review
The review process conducted by the BCCS administrator the appointed consists of:
Ensuring all required materials are submitted.
Evaluation of submitted documentation for compliance with BCCS requirements.
The Administrator may request additional information or corrections.

Final Approval issued upon full compliance.
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3.3 VVB Registry

Approved organizations are added to a list of approved Validation and
Verification Bodies published on the BCCS website.

4. ONGOING OVERSIGHT AND RE-APPROVAL
4.1 Monitoring

The BCCS Administrator conducts ongoing performance monitoring of approved VVBs
through desk-based reviews and annual compliance checks. On-site assessments may be
conducted at the discretion of the Administrator in cases where significant performance
concerns, complaints or anomalies are identified.

The Balkan Carbon Credits Standard (BCCS) aligns its VVB oversight approach with the
international practices established under leading carbon credit standards as well as the
ISO 14065 and ISO/IEC 17029 accreditation frameworks.

Under these global systems, the competence, impartiality, and reliability of VVBs are
primarily established through accreditation by IAF-recognized accreditation bodies, which
themselves perform regular on-site assessments as part of their accreditation and
surveillance procedures.

In line with this structure, the BCCS does not conduct routine on-site assessments of
VVBs. Instead, it applies a risk-based oversight model, focusing on:

e Desk-based review of submitted documentation and audit performance;
e Annual declarations of compliance and independence;
e Corrective actions or investigations following identified deficiencies; and

e Discretionary on-site reviews in exceptional circumstances where credible risks,
complaints, or anomalies are detected.

This approach maintains the integrity and transparency of BCCS operations while
avoiding duplication of accreditation processes, ensuring that the system remains both
efficient and internationally compatible.

4.2 Re-Approval

Every three years, VVBs must reapply by submitting:

Updated documentation;

Proof of continued accreditation and compliance;

Confirmation of any changes to ownership, structure, or policies.
5. INDEPENDENCE REQUIREMENTS

5.1 Organizational Independence
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VVBs must:

Be structurally and financially independent from clients and project participants;
Maintain an ownership and governance model that avoids conflicts of interest;
Publish an impartiality policy accessible to the public;

Submit an Annual Declaration of Independence;

Immediately report any potential conflicts or relationships to the BCCS Administrator.
5.2 Project-Level Independence

For each validation or verification engagement, the VVB must:

Confirm no prior involvement in consultancy or project development activities within
the last three years;

Submit a Conflict of Interest Declaration;

Ensure all personnel involved sign Impartiality Declarations;

Rotate auditors regularly to prevent bias;

Ensure that internal reviewers are independent from the audit team.

5.3 Documentation and Compliance

VVBs must:

Maintain records of all independence declarations and conflict assessments;
Publish project-specific independence declarations with audit reports;

Respond fully and in good faith to any information requests or reviews initiated by
the BCCS Administrator concerning performance, independence, or compliance with
these requirements.

Understand that non-compliance may result in suspension or delisting from the BCCS
list of approved VVBs.

Prior to the scheduled site visit, the VVB requires the project proponent to submit all
relevant documentation—including monitoring records, calculation spreadsheets,
stakeholder engagement evidence, and certificates—no later than 10 working days in
advance. The appointed audit team, consisting of at least two qualified professionals,
will review all uploaded documents and communicate any additional requirements or
detected gaps to the client at least 5 working days ahead of the audit. Evidence of
team nomination (team composition and relevant professional qualifications) must be
included in the submission, alongside the checklist of uploaded documentation for
transparency and audit traceability.
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
